Our bazaar’s success is solely due to the generosity of
our members’ donations and hard work every year. We
hope you are working on craft projects at home that
you will donate to the sale. If you need some ideas we
have plenty! Feel free to contact one of us for some
help. We are always looking for kitchen towels, mittens
and scarves, fleece blankets, dog treats or toys, home
décor, outdoor décor, yard games, etc.

We have Tuesday evening and Thursday morning
workshop groups meeting at the church to make orna-
ments and things for the sale. We would love to see a
few more faces in these last few weeks. Please consider
attending one (or both!) of our weekly workshops
when you have the time. You do not need to commit
to coming every week, just when you have a couple of
free houts.

We will be having a Gift Basket Silent Auction and
hope you will consider donating new items for themed
baskets. These baskets always make wonderful holiday
gifts. Some popular theme ideas from past years in-
clude movie night basket, dog or cat lovers’ basket, a
chocolate lovers’ basket, a coffee or tea basket, a spa
basket, wine lovers’ basket, etc. Keep in mind all items
must be NEW in original packaging or with tags (no
perishables please), and need to fit inside a tabletop
basket which we will provide. Just bring your items to
church and we will wrap them for display. Please in-
clude a note with your name and phone number and
the value of the items donated, so we can price the
basket appropriately. (If you’d rather donate money we
can certainly purchase some items for you.)

Holiday Bazaar

For hand-crafted donations please bring at least one
sample of each item and include a note with your name
and phone number, how much the materials cost, a
suggested retail price (if you have one), and how many
items will be donated so that we can plan for adequate
display room.

Our bake sale has a loyal fan base and we see regulars
every year who come back to stock up for the holidays.
We'll be accepting baked goods starting Wednesday,
November 9—and remember we especially need dona-
tions on Friday for the sale on Saturday. We’re always
looking for bars, cookies, pastries, pies, cakes, sweet
breads, candies, snack mixes, homemade jams and jel-
lies, etc. Information will be available on Sundays for
what to make, how to package it, and when to bring it in.

We will need lots of help to get the pricing done, the
room set up, and the merchandise displayed. We will
also need workers to staff the two days of the Bazaar
and to help tear down and clean up on Saturday at 3:00
pm. We will not be open after church on Sunday since
the room will be needed for the Brazilian Church that
morning. Please watch for more details on the specific
dates and times when help will be needed. We will have
announcements during worship and in the Sunday Bul-
letins.

Please pray for the success of our bazaar and for the
health and safety of our workers and our guests. This
fun holiday tradition means so much to many people as
it kicks off their holiday season. We greatly missed see-
ing our guests the last two years and sure hope they will
come back to see us again this year.
